Field Programming Options 
 

Autoprogram is a timesaving feature of the N-6000.  It is 
a special software routine that allows the N-6000 to 
“learn” what devices are physically connected and 
automatically load them in the program with default values 
for all parameters.  Requiring less than one minute to run, 
this routine allows the user to have almost immediate fire 
protection in a new installation, even if only a portion of 
the detectors are installed. 

Keypad Program Edit.  The N-6000, like all 
NOTIFIER intelligent panels, has the exclusive feature 
of program creation and editing capability from the front 
panel keypad, while continuing to provide fire 
protection. 
 
N-VFT Tools is an offline programming and test utility 
that can greatly reduce installation programming time, 
and increase confidence in the site-specific software.  It 
is Window® based and provides technologically 
advanced capabilities to aid the installer.  The installer 
may create the entire program for the N-6000 in the 
comfort of the office, test it, store a backup file, then 
bring it to the site and download from a laptop into the 
panel.  

 
Address Encoder 

 

All the N-6000 intelligent peripherals are software 
addressing, they require an address encoder to write the 
associated addresses.  The CP900 is a handhold 
programmer device with numeric keypad and LCD.  It 
has embedded CPU and is used to read and write the 
address for all ND700 series products.  The operating 
voltage of the CP900 is 18VDC, which is supplied by 
two 9V batteries.  
 
Users can firstly key-in the address by the numeric 
keypad and that address will be displayed on the LCD.  
The address will be automatically written into peripheral 
after confirmation through communication bus.  Besides, 
users can also read the address of the peripherals which 
has been written previously from the encoder.
